Overtime will be played in all games that end in a tie.

Overtime rules are as follows: Coaches/Captains will flip a coin.  Visiting team calls it in the air.  If you win the flip you get to choose Offense or Defense (No kicks).

Overtime is 1 play from the 3 yard line. If the offense scores they win the game. If the defense prevents the score they win the game.  For tie breaker purposes the winning team will win the game by 1 point.  

Overtime Penalties (Pre Snap, Defensive, Offensive)

Pre snap penalties will be enforced as normal.  If there is a penalty on the defense and the offense doesn’t score, the penalty will be enforced half the distance to the goal and a 2nd play will take place.  Obviously if the offense scored the penalty would be declined and the offensive team would win.  If there is a penalty on the offense and the offense scores the penalty will be enforced as normal.  If the offense didn’t score the defense can decline the penalty and the defensive team wins the game.  If the penalty would result in a loss of down the defensive team wins the game.

1 timeout in Overtime.

Tie Breakers

In case of 3 teams or more ties the following formula will be used: i. 1st Tie Breaker – head-to-head competition ii. 2nd Tie Breaker – positive and negative points between the teams that are tied. (17 max.) Points are used to eliminate ties and to advance one team, then back to head to head. iii. 3rd Tie Breaker – record vs. highest other district teams from highest to lowest finish until tie is broken. iv. 4th Tie Breaker – coin flip – odd man In, then back to head to head.

UIL Middle School Football Guidelines

Practice shall not begin prior to the first day of school. Football equipment may be checked out to the players on any one day during the week preceding the first day of school. The first five days of practice shall consist of the following acclimatization period. The first two days of practice shall be conducted without any contact equipment except helmets. On the third and fourth days of practice, helmets, shoulder pads and padded girdles (shells) may be worn, but no player to player contact is allowed. On day five of the acclimatization period, helmets, shoulder pads and padded girdles (shells) may be worn, and player to player contact is permitted. During the five-day acclimatization period, no full contact activities shall be permitted. All student athletes who arrive after the first day of practice are required to undergo a five-day acclimatization period. No inter school scrimmages or games shall be allowed until after a period of at least seven days of contact football.

Schools shall have 80 consecutive calendar days to practice outside the school day and to complete scrimmages and games. Schools must start their 80 days no later than the date set forth by the UIL calendar for junior high football start deadlines.

For schools choosing not to start their 80 days on the first day of school, students may be in an athletic period, but cannot participate in any football activities outside the school day until the first day of the 80 consecutive calendar days.

During the season, football players are not allowed to participate in more than ninety (90) minutes of full contact practice per week.  See the Junior High Coaches Manual for explanations of full contact.
